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Dear prospective landlord,  

Thank you for your enquiry regarding the Accommodation List.

I have enclosed a form for you to fill in about your property. When the form has been returned to the address below I will make arrangements to visit and approve your property.  Please take note of the following when considering letting:
· The closer to the theatre you are, the more interest you will receive
· Actors/ stage professionals will call you directly to enquire about availability.  Rental agreements are entirely between the actor and the landlord.   The New Vic’s role in this arrangement is solely to tell actors/theatre staff about your property
· Rent for shared houses is usually charged between £70-100 (inc. bills) per week.  Earnings through rental up to £7,500 (per year) can be tax free under the Rent a Room scheme.  Earnings from letting full houses are not tax free, even if the rent is below £4,250 in the year

· If you decide to include bills in your weekly rent, please accept that your guest might want the heating on when you personally don’t require it, or may want a second shower in a day after a hard day’s rehearsal.

· If you are a sole occupant of your house, taking on a lodger may affect the

level of council tax you pay.   If you are in receipt of income-related benefits, you are also advised to notify the Job Centre

· Please consider the possibility that your guest may want friends or family to stay with them.  This should be discussed at the point of agreement

· The bedroom is your guest’s own space, it is of course expected that you would share bathroom and kitchen facilities.   The more facilities (TV, clothes washing, Wi-Fi) you can offer to make their stay as comfortable as possible, the better
· During the theatre-making process, your guests presence in your home will change – i.e. during rehearsals, you are likely to see an actor more in the evening, and when the show is in performance, you are more likely to see them in the day time
· Finally, digs should be a home from home.  We want our actors/stage professionals to feel comfortable and in a good state of mind when coming to work, so please be a kind and friendly host!
